From rocks to Lithics

From rocks to Lithics initiates a scientific collection in the Maritime Archaeology
Laboratory, the Department of History, Archaeology and Cultural Resources
Managment, intending to introduce a hands-on practical on the cultural significance of
rocks for the student of archaeology. The initial collection of about 40 samples,
mainly from Melos and Naxos, currently numbers a total of about 500 items. This is
credited to the expertise of Dr_Paraskevi Elefanti, providing raw material from
continental and island Greese: Thessaly, Epirus, Macedonia, the Peloponnese, the
lonian Islands, the Cyclades, the Saronic Gulf.

The scientific collection From rocks to Lithics aims at enabling students to identify and
record a basic class of artefacts in archaeology in relation to the raw matter of
manufacture. One is encouraged to delve into questions of real historical interest, such
as local traditions of manufacture and technology, the itineraries of the finished

Being aware
of the cultural significance of the stone sources, quarries, raw matters and products in
relation to the coasts of origin and/or proliferation is a tangent of the nautical arts and
crafts since the beginning of times and one of the teaching subjects of Maritime
Archaeology I and Il in the Caucus of Archaeology in the Department.
